Many legitimate businesses engage in
telemarketing, but criminals can also use
live or recorded calls to try to steal your
identity. Medicare will not call to ask
for your bank account, Social Security,
Medicare or health plan numbers. Nor will
your health plan. Also, Medicare forbids
other health plans to call you without your
permission. 
To protect yourself: 

 Never give your personal information to
someone you don’t know. 

 Hang up on recorded messages. Do
not press any keys or numbers when
prompted—even if it is to take your
name off their list. 

 Write down suspicious numbers and
report them!
